championships. Byrne crossed
the line in 14:43.2, with Halli-
nan at 14:48, a good 150 yards
ahead of the third-place finish-
er, Ed Taylor of Edison Town-
ship.

Morris Catholic retained its
team title by the slimmest of
margins, edging Morris Hills,
129-130. Though Hallinan fin-
ished behind Byrne, Bernards
topped Paramus Catholic, 146-
162, for the third place medals.

Byrne attributed the victo-
ry to a fast early pace which
got to Hallinan over the last
mile of the race.

“T got used to these fast
first miles in the Bergen Coun-
ty meets," said Byrne, “and |
could see Chris tightening up

as the race went on.”

Only a junior, Byrne now
has his second all-group title,
having won the indoor mile
crown last winter.

The team race could not
have been closer. Bob Siehl
gave Morris Hills an early
edge when he placed fifth, four
places ahead of the Morris
Catholic leader, Paul Werder.
But it was Paul's brother,
Dave, who made the big differ-
ence as he finished 11 places
ahead of his Morris Hills coun-
terpart, Ron Eick, in 28th
place. The other Morris Cath-
olic finishers were Mike Spano
in 18th, one behind Paul
Drescher of Morris Hills;
Kevin Molteni in 21st, two

ahead of Ross Kudwitt of Mor-
ris Hills, and Kevin Foster in
53rd, seven behind Bob Grubel
of Morris Hills.
