Water temperatures are gradually dropping again
with 52 degrees recorded yesterday in the Long Branch
surf. Our normal late fall and early winter fishery

Late fall fishing would include striped bass, but
early winter would consist of mackerel, whiting, ling.
flounder and cod

A pick of whiting was found last week in very deep

water at the Mud Hole. The depth the fish were at (180 -

10 200 feet) is nard enough on whiting buffs, but throw in
gusty weather to boot and the fishing is no pienie

Anglers will fare considrably better when the fish
arrive in numbers at the west bank of the Mud Hole at
depths of 85 to 140. Whiting are also expected to show at
mshore spots such as the Klondike and Seotland. Whit-
ing arrive al these areas in numbers at the same time
they show in the surf after dark

Pier casters at Long Branch caught quite a few
ling Friday night, but no whiting Conditions at Long
Branch were excellent last night and possibly some-
thing will break There are also ling at Seotland Dog-

fish were also reported at Seotland the ather day if this
is any consolation
Anather situation to wateh is the activity of night
boats fishing the Klondike and points a bit further off
shore.
